The Curriculum



Communication and Language - Listening, Understanding and Speaking

This area of learning relates to how your child:

Å Listens attentively in different situations
Å Follows instructions
Å Answer how and why questions
Å Expresses themself effectively - speak in sentences

Play ôSimon Saysõ games
It helps me with my listening and attention ðgive me some 
instructions e.g. touch your nose, then clap your hands, then 
put your hands on your head.

Talk with me about what weõve done during the day 
I would love to use your phone to take photos while weõre out 
and about and talk about them together when we get home. 
Itõs really helpful if you use language such as ôFirst we ....., 
then we........next we...........õ because it helps me to talks about 
events and stories clearly.

Talk about what we did yesterday or what we are going to 
do tomorrow because it helps me learn how to express myself 
clearly.

Share books and stories 
Try and read with me for 10 minutes each day, talking 

about the story and the pictures
Let me guess what might happen next
Let me join in with my favourite bits of the story
Letõs make up stories together about favourite toys 

or
things that are important to me.

Listening Walks
Encourage me to listen out for sounds when we are out 
and about in the park or in the town.

Activities at home:



Physical Development

This area of learning relates to how your child:

Å Moves using large and small movements
Å Handles tools effectively including pencils for writing
Å Is independent in self care - going to toilet, washing and dressing
Å Knows how to stay safe.
ÅUnderstands what ôbeing healthyõ means

Activities at home:
Å Take a trip to the park
Å Let you child use scissors and sometimes help to cook or garden
Å Remind children why they are doing things to help them stay safe
Å e.g. you need to wear your sun hat to protect you from the sun
Å Talk about food during dinner or at the shops
Å Colouring and opportunities to write

At school:
ÅDaily ôFunky Fingersõ activities to develop strong pencil grip and good control
Å RWInc phrases to remember letter shapes





Personal, social and emotional development 

This area of learning relates to how your child:

Å Develop their confidence
Å Talk about how they and others are feeling
Å Talk about their own and others behaviour and itõs 

consequences
Å Know that some behaviour is not acceptable
ÅWork as part of a group following rules
Å Play co-operatively taking turns
Å Show sensitivity to others needs and feelings
Å Form positive relationships with peers and adults

Activities at home:

Å Play games that encourage turn taking and sharing
Å Praise your child when they try something new, 
Å or keep trying when they are finding something difficult
Å Talk about how things make you and your child feel and about how 

characters in books are feeling.
